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Giving children choice 
and access to own new, 
age-appropriate books is 
positively tied to reading 
behavior, motivation, and 
frequency, has a positive 
impact on reading and 
writing performance, 
language development, 
and academic performance 
in other subjects, and is 
associated with positive 
behavioral, educational, and 
psychological outcomes.

Providing book related 
resources for families, 
educators, and literacy 
advocates creates an 
engaged community of 
reading support leading to an 
increase in students’ reading 
frequency, motivation, 
enjoyment, and confidence.

Being enthusiastic and 
engaged in reading improves 
reading frequency which 
leads to higher reading 
proficiency.

Improvements in reading 
proficiency in children from 
low-income households 
will close the reading 
achievement gap.
