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READ ALOUD

Before Reading: Build Background
•Ask your child “What do you see? What do you think an “anywhere farm” is?”

While Reading: Make Connections
• What do you need to start an anywhere farm, and where are some places 

you can plant a seed? Use details from the pictures and words to share 
ideas.

• What kinds of plants can grow on an anywhere farm, and what bugs come to 
visit? Can you find the bugs in the pictures?

• Why do the kids in the story want others to plant their own anywhere farm? 
Why do you think plants need care, and how can you care for them?

After Reading: Ask Questions
• Do you think anyone can be a farmer? Why or why not?
