AFTER READING

Our Purpose: How did Kyle and Lizzy work together to solve their problems? Why might it be
important to listen to others?

Extending Our Thinking: Have students design their own friendly robot using craft materials (e.g.,
cardboard, foil tissue paper). Tell them to think about what special powers their robot would have and
how it could help others. Encourage students to share their robot creations with the class and explain
how their robot is different from Rusteye.
