READ ALOUD

Before Reading: Build Background
* Explain what extraordinary means and ask your child what experience
they would consider as extraordinary. Why?

While Reading: Make Connections
*  Why was Alastair nervous about going to a new school?
*  What things do you worry about when you are doing something for the
first time?

After Reading: Ask Questions
* Think about the first time you had to do something. What was it? Did
you have anyone to help you? What role did that person play?

* Thinking about what you would change if you could cast a spell.
Encourage your child to draw about this.
