READ ALOUD

Before Reading: Build Background
• Ask your child, "What do you think about helping others even when they are 

ungrateful? How would that feel?"

While Reading: Make Connections
• What clues might suggest that the bear is more than what he appears to be?
• How do the sisters respond to the dwarf's unkindness? Why do they still 

help him? 
• How did you feel about the bears transformation? Explain your answer. 

After Reading: Ask Questions
• Discussion with your child. Ask, "When have you shown kindness like the 

sisters?"

If your child enjoyed this book, consider:
• Thinking about creating a new ending for the story. 
• Encourage them to draw about it on paper.
