READ ALOUD

Before Reading: Build Background
* Say, “Amelia Earhart was an explorer who loved trying new things and
asking big questions. How are you similar to or different than Amelia?”
* Explain to your child that this story is about real events, but it is told like
a story with characters, a setting, and events in order.
While Reading: Make Connections
* What made Amelia want to build her rollercoaster?
* How do you think Amelia felt before, during, and after her ride?
*  What was tricky for Amelia, and how did she solve it?
After Reading: Ask Questions
* Say, “Amelia liked to ask questions and figure things out. What are you
curious about?”
* If you could invent anything, what would it be and why?
