READ ALOUD
Before Reading: Build Background
* Ask, "What do you know about Easter? Have you ever gone on an
egg hunt?”
While Reading: Make Connections
* What do the children find? How do they feel when they discover

the eggs?

* What do the children wonder about? What are they trying to figure
out?

 Who do the children meet? What do they learn about the Easter
Bunny?

After Reading: Ask Questions
e Ask, "Who are the main characters? What is the most important
thing that happens? How does the story end?"

RELATED ACTIVITIES
If your child enjoyed this book:

* Create and hide "Easter eggs" together. Decorate eggs (real, plastic,
or paper) with your child and hide them around your home or yard
for a fun hunt. Talk about the joy of finding surprises, just like the
children in the story discovered the Easter Bunny's eggs.
