POPPY SEED MUFFINS 

Ingredients: 2 c. flour, 2 tsp. baking powder, 1/4 tsp. 
salt, 1/2 c. butter, 1 tsp. lemon zest, 2/3 c. sugar, 2 
eggs, 3 tsp. poppy seeds, 1/2 c. milk 

Mix flour, baking powder, and salt. In another bowl, 
beat butter, zest, and sugar. Add eggs; beat well. Add 
flour mixture; beat. Stir in poppy seeds. Bake in  
muffin tins for 20-25 minutes at 375o.

IMPRESSIVE PETALS

Materials: wildflowers, newspaper, wax paper, iron

Visit a local park and pick some flowers to preserve. 
Trim away leaves and stem. Put flowers between 
sheets of newspaper and place under a heavy book. 
Leave for two weeks. After flowers are dry, place 

them between two sheets of wax paper and run a 
warm iron over the edges to seal the paper shut. 
(Only an adult should operate the iron.)  

FLOWER POWER

Materials: seed, small pot, soil

Follow Lady Bird’s advice and grow your own plant! 
Outside or in a small pot inside, plant a wildflower 
seed. Care for it according to the instructions on the 
package.
